Over 180 members and guests attended the July 6 Gold Med-
al Mini-Tasting at 10 host sites. This may have been the best
attended mini-tasting we have held. The line-up of wines in-
cluded two from our Wine Society members - Big Nose Sauvi-
gnon Blanc (Double Gold) and Dewitt Syrah - Gold medal win-
ner.

The blind tasting included seven flights of two wines each.
